Just over 3 years ago, Blessed Sacrament Church began a very necessary, but very 

complicated, restoration project. Required repairs and renovations were more extensive 

than first anticipated, although it is a blessing that structural deficiencies were 

discovered while repair was still possible!  The expenses, however, were likewise 

greater than anticipated.  We needed help and turned to the South Saskatchewan 

Community Foundation (SSCF).

Project Progress Reports 

The roofer has now installed all of the roof cap flashing. The last work remaining is the installation of vertical flashing 

on church-rectory link roof and the snow-stop flashing to protect the eves troughs from winter snow and ice buildup.  

The general contractor will need to make the  wall and ceiling repairs in the sacristy, the baptistery and the office-rectory 

entrance which have suffered significant water damage from the roof project. 

The three large tower bells and Jesus statue have been stored in the rectory garage for the last three years. The bell 

wheels were recently restored and the concrete Jesus statue also painted. This week the general contractor installed the 

bells and the statue back into the bell tower.  The bell tower structural skeleton installed last fall has several steel beams 

at the very top where the bells are mounted.  Two small beams need some ñas-buildò modifications before the bell 

wheels can be properly installed. Two floors in the upper tower also need to be closed  per the instructions from the BBK 

structural engineers.   Then the bells will be once again functional.  A new tower window in front of the Jesus statue also 

needs to be installed.

Permanent Diaconate 

On June 15, 2018, our Archdiocese ordained 9 men 

to the permanent diaconate. Here is a brief 

introduction to this important ministry.  The words 

diaconate and deacon are derived from the Greek 

diaconos (servant).  Therefore a deacon is a 

sacramental symbol for the whole Church of Christ 

who ñcame not to be served but to serve.ò (Mt. 20:28)  

The term diaconos occurs in the New Testament 

sometimes in a generic sense meaning simply 

servant, but by the time of the first letter to Timothy

(ch3) it clearly refers to a specific office in the 

Church. In Scripture we can see the beginnings of a 

three-fold ministry, encompassing bishops, priests 

and deacons.  Deacons had important roles in 

administration and ministry in the early Church. As 

time passed, the diaconate became the last step on the 

road to priesthood and lost much of its specific 

character.  This is retained in our practice of 

ordaining men deacons roughly one year before they 

are ordained priests.  In fact, our Archdiocese will be 

ordaining 4 men to this transitional diaconate on June 

29 at Holy Rosary Cathedral. At the second Vatican 

Council, the Church discerned the need to 

reemphasize the diaconate as a permanent office of 

sacramental service in the Church.  Since that time, 

many dioceses throughout the world have proceeded 

to reintroduce what has come to be called the 

permanent diaconate. The ordination of 9 men on 

June 15 marks a historic increase in vocations in our 

archdiocese. Please pray for these men and their 

wives and families as they go forth to serve our 

Church and our communities.   View their
